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We will give a preliminary report of our "Community Building Team" as part of a National Science Foundation grant in the CPATH program (CISE Pathways to Revitalized Undergraduate Computing Education) administered by NSF's Directorate for Computer and Information Science and Engineering (CISE). Much of the impetus for this program comes from the wide disparity between strong demand and limited supply as industry seeks to fill its information technology workforce. Our team of Computer Science and Bioinformatics majors is conducting interviews at local companies to develop a better understanding of information technologies needs in industry and curricular improvements that universities can take to effectively attract and educate students for IT careers. We will provide additional background for this project and report on an initial field study.
